GENERAL SAFETY RULES     
The following general safety rules should be reviewed by the student as often as needed to maintain a safe working environment.  
Anyone that can not follow these rules will not be allowed to work in the shop.

STUDENT CONDUCT AND ATTITUDE

1. The most important safety rule is A-B-C (Always Be Careful). Most accidents are the result of carelessness.

2. Respect safety zones around stationary power equipment.  Stand back, don’t crowd.

3. Use -machines only with approval and after proper instruction. Teacher must be present.

4. Keep your hands away from moving blades and machinery.

5. Behavior that detracts from the safe shop environment will not be tolerated.  Shop is a work room not a playground

6. When entering the shop area go directly to your assigned seat.  Do not get any tools out unless teacher gives permission.

7. No one will leave the room without permission.  Teacher dismisses class when clean up is complete.

8. Place backpacks books and coats off the workbench area.

9. Report all injuries or accidents to the instructor.

10. Never lean on, sit on, tap on, or otherwise tamper with any machine.  

11. If you don’t know what it does then leave it alone or ask.

12. Report any tool that you think is unsafe or broken.

13. Do not horseplay or bump or push.  It’s especially dangerous around machines.

14. Walk in the shop area, do not run.

15. Do not distract anyone using power machines with loud noises or by calling them.

16. Do not throw tools, materials or other objects. 

17. Think and focus on your work avoid distractions.  Stay alert do not rush.

18. Keep a safe environment; report any hazardous conditions or safety violations.

19. Listen for teachers signal or voice for instruction or clean up.

20. Keep floor clean.  Pick up scrap material.  Keep the work area clean.

21. Be careful when moving long or heavy objects.  Get someone to help.

22. Clamp small or unstable wood with a clamp or a vise.

23. Think about each step carefully   Measure twice....cut once.

24. Do not over-reach.  Keep proper footing and balance.

25. Select the proper tools for the job.  Do not abuse the tools.

CLOTHING SAFETY

26. Hair should be controlled and not cover the eyes as to block vision.

27. Long hair should not hang loose; it could catch in machinery such as drill press.

28. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry.  Roll up sleeves.

29. Wear appropriate work clothes or apron to protect your good clothing.

30. Sandals and open toe shoes should not be worn in a shop environment.  Toes and feet should be protected.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

31. Remember where and how to use the emergency power shut-off.

32. Never open, close or tamper with any switches on equipment if you have not been assigned to it.

33. Do not open, close or tamper with the fuse panel.

34. Do not use equipment with defective wiring or switches. Report any defects to teacher. 

FIRE SAFETY

35. Familiarize yourself with the location of fire extinguishers and their use.

36. When a fire signal is sounded, stop work immediately, switch off all machinery follow directions given by your teacher.

EYE SAFETY

37. State Law: Safety glasses are worn at all times when machinery is in use.

SAFETY COLORS
They are used to quickly alert people to situations that could be hazardous.
38.  White-used to increase visibility inside cabinets and closets.
39. Gray- used on the body of tools

40. Green-used to mark safe areas and first aid kits

41. Yellow- indicates caution

42. Orange- indicates danger. Often used on guards that cover moving blades and belts.

43. Red-used to mark fire extinguishing equipment, stop switches, and exit signs

44. Black/Yellow-indicates caution in areas with raised or lowered steps.
